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Name to be used for the schemas etc produced by TT-AvXML
Issue
1. There is a need to discuss a bit more in detail how we will separate names/notion between the activity that worked on the aviation MET xml, the models, schemas and documentation of WMO and the models, schemas and documentation of ICAO.

2. The term aviation XML, in short AvXML, starts to get a life on its own and has in essence only a distinct meaning if you know the context. So in an OGC context the scope covered by the team working on IWXXM, METCE, SAF and OPM is not aviation xml per se. It is only a small part of what the OGC Aviation Domain Working group will consider to be xml for aviation purposes.

3. Furthermore, a lot of questions were already raised over the last months on the relationship between AvXML, IWXXM and METCE; since people start to believe that AvXML is another element to consider when implementing IWXXM (from an aviation viewpoint). 

4. So personally I use the terms IWXXM and METCE (and SAF and OPM) and the term AvXML only for the activity that developed version 1 of these model/schema elements. This is also open to the future where we do not necessarily use xml as the exchange format but another exchange format (such as GRIB2, NetCDF) that still needs to adhere to the IWXXM and METCE at the logical level.
Draft text for the meeting report
1. TT-AvXML recommended that the logical model names IWXXM, SAF, METCE and OPM are used when discussing the  logical structure. The XML representations should be referred to as  TAF-XML, METAR-XML, SPECI-XML and SIGMET-XML.
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
