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Examples and tutorials
Discussion
1. Tutorials are considered an important part of the documentation because they provide an effective way of learning the basic concepts through examples. 
2. It is expected that the tutorials will be thoroughly consulted by the user to master the basics of the format. Therefore great care must be spent in the realization of the tutorials to cover the general aspects and to point out the user to the existence of particular details that need to be explored to produce compliant messages.
3. Each example should be illustrated with a short tutorial on the wiki page to highlight some of the important feature of the example and to provide a comparison with the corresponding TAC.

4. Homogeneity of format should be maintained in the examples and in the wiki pages to allow a more efficient navigation of the examples and a quicker learning process.  
Format and content of examples and tutorials
5. Examples must not contain the original TAC message at the beginning as a comment, because this could encourage the user to follow the same practice with the consequence of having the original TAC in most of the real messages. 
6. Examples must be schema and schematron validated with the version for which they are released.

7. Examples should contain comments to explain the meaning of part of the message and to refer to parts of the original TAC.

8. The tutorials are published on the WIS-WIKI.  (http://www.wmo.int/pages/prog/www/WIS/wiswiki/tiki-index.php?page=AvXML-1.0-Tutorial) 

9. Tutorials should start with the original TAC and its interpretation. The full xml message should follow.

10. Minimum set of messages METAR, TAF, SIGMET Volcanic Hash, SIGMET tropical cyclone.

11. Examples of missing elements and messages without any information (NIL).

12. Examples of CodeLists and their use.

13. Examples of comparison operator.

14. The team is requested to look at the tutorials already present and suggest new examples or changes to the examples already present.
